Q. Why work as a Live-in Carer for Basing Care?

A. You can make a difference by helping elderly and disabled people to live a fuller and independent life style in the comfort of their own home. 

Q. What does the job involve?

A. Some of our clients need minimal assistance, with personal care and day-to-day living.  While others need full supported living on all levels.

As a Live-in Carer your additional duties will include:

·   Shopping

·   Light Domestic Work

·   Medication Prompting

·   Meal Preparation

·   Companionship

·   Pet Care

·   Medical Appointments

As a Live-in Carer you will be required to live with the client for a minimum of a four/five week assignment.

Facilities for Live-in carers:

·   You will be provided with your own bedroom.

·   Provided with suitable food and drinks

·   Suitable washing facilities


·   You will need to be available over a 21-hour period to assist with care.  During the day for 6 hours of measured work and to be on call during the night for a maximum of two calls.

·   Additional calls during the night the hourly rate will prevail with one-hour minimum charge.

·   You will get 3 hours off each day in line with the working time directive.

Q. Do I get regular clients?

A. We try to keep continuity of clients where possible.

Q. I haven’t got any experience

A.   Whether you have previous care experience or where carers have no previous care experience or where your training is not up to skills for care requirement.  We will provide you with ALL  aspects of induction training.  Please note: you will not be paid during your training period.
